Pin Design Contest Rules

Pin size should be targeted to be not larger than 1 %2 .

Design must include Sons of The American Legion Emblem.

Design must indicate the year 2010 somehow.

Design should convey to the observer that it is about Wisconsin.

Colors should be limited, and should not blend or shade together. They should be distinct.

All submissions, designs, concepts, and artwork will become the property of the Sons of The
American Legion Detachment of Wisconsin. Contestants will waive all claims of intellectual
property, trademark, or copyright.

All submissions will not contain any material, artwork, or designs that have a copyright or trademark
with the exception of the SAL Emblem.

The Sons of The American Legion Detachment of Wisconsin reserves the right to reject any entries
for consideration that do not convey the principles and objectives of the organization, are tasteless,
contain profanity, are objectionable, or are otherwise not deemed appropriate for consideration.

There is no guarantee the winning entry will be made into a pin without alteration. The Detachment
reserves the right to modify the winning design, use combinations from multiple entries, or use a
design of it’s own for the pin.

All submissions should contain artwork no larger that 6” x 6”. Contestants should keep in mind that
lettering and numbers and design concepts will need to be clearly discernable at a size not larger
than approximately 1 % “.

All submissions must be received at Detachment Headquarters not later than 4:00 p.m. on Friday
January 9"

The judging committee shall consist of a three-person panel appointed by the Detachment
Commander. The judging committee will be responsible for selecting the best submission, within
the rules prescribed above.

The winning submission shall receive a $500 savings bond. In the event there are no submissions
deemed worthy of this award, a $250 donation will be made to The American Legion Child Welfare
Foundation in the name of the Detachment of Wisconsin.

Submissions for the pin design will be accepted from anyone, however only members in good
standing of the Sons of The American Legion Detachment of Wisconsin will be eligible for the
award.

At least 50% of the profits from the eventual sales of the pins shall become a donation to The
American Legion Child Welfare Foundation in the name of the Detachment of Wisconsin. The
remaining proceeds will be used for the rest of our programs.
